Guidelines

Young people in the Archdiocese of Seattle in grades K-12 may submit entries individually or as a class.  Teachers may assist students with their submissions, but all entries should express how the students answer the contest question for themselves.

Submission Guidelines

All submissions must answer the question: “How am I a missionary?”  Students may submit any of the following:

· Video 

· 1 minute maximum for single entries

· 3 minute maximum for group entries

· Photos/collages (original work)

· Artwork

Contest entries will be judged on the below criteria.  You may want to cover as many of the criteria as you can, or focus in detail on only a few.  Judges will be looking for the quality of entries in how they speak to missionary ideals of spreading Christ’s love, raising global awareness, and promoting justice, LOCALLY AND GLOBALLY.

· Show love and concern for others

· Share their faith with others
· Work to create peace and justice
· Pray for others
· Raise awareness about inequality
· Care for creation

· Respect other people and their cultures

	Categories of Mission
	Entry provides few examples of how participants live out mission, or examples do not clearly correlate with categories above.
	Entry provides examples of how participants live out mission, but most are either not clear or not strongly tied to the categories above.
	Entry provides clear examples of how participants live mission, but some examples could relate more strongly to the categories above.
	Entry provides clear, strong examples of participants live out mission according to the categories above.  

	Contest Question
	Student participants give little explanation of how they are missionary.
	Student participants address how they are missionary, but answers are unclear or seem unclear to the participants themselves.
	Student participants demonstrate clearly how they are missionary in how they act or think.
	Student participants clearly and passionately show how they are missionary in how they act and think.

	Creativity
	Students show little creativity in both how they live out mission and in the contest entry.
	Students show slight creativity in how they live out mission and in the contest entry, or show creativity in one area but not in the other.
	Students show creativity in how they live out mission or in the contest entry, but one of these areas could be stronger.
	Students show creativity in how they live out mission, and show creativity in the contest entry.

	Effort
	Contest entry demonstrates little student effort.
	Contest entry demonstrates and adequate level of student effort.
	Contest entry demonstrates a high level of student effort.
